SaReel Project began as a collaborative effort between composer/performers
 Sasha Bogdanowitsch and Darryl Gregory and grew to include the talents of
 Peter Hadley and Robert Nasta. The ideal aspect of this collaborative 'alt-
world' ensemble is to explore the myriad sounds available to composers &
musicians using instruments from around the world, as well as unique instruments
constructed from common household items & found materials. This group of
composer-performers integrates a multitude of influences into their music,
drawing from African polyrhythms, Indonesian gamelan, bluegrass, Middle
Eastern makam, jazz structure, East Indian raga, rock backbeat , and American
new music, to create an original, exciting, never heard  before whole.

Sasha Bogdanowitsch
(voice, world flutes, ngonis, kalimba, mbira, tabla & percussion) Sasha is a composer, vocalist, multi-
instrumentalist and teacher, whose work strives to unite East and West sensibilities by working towards
a unique world‚'e2 musical language. His compositional output has ranged from writing for unique
chamber ensembles to multitrack tapes with live performance to music for theater, dance and film. He
is a founding member of SaReel Project and a founding member of World in One Arts Collaboration.
Sasha has worked extensively with artists and groups, such as Lou Harrison, the American Festival of
Microtonal Music, Faith Pilger, New Music Works and Just Strings. Sasha has recently performed at
Carnegie Hall with Meredith Monk and has taught world music at Central CT State University, Southern
CT State University & University of New Haven in Connecticut.

Robert Nasta
(percussion, bouzouki, mandolin & melodica) is a composer / performer, multi-instrumentalist and
educator. He studied music at the Berklee College of Music, Wesleyan University, and the Hartt School
of Music. He has received grants from Meet the Composer, the New York State Council on the Arts,
the New York Foundation for the Arts, and Arts in Education, as well as many commissions. Robert
has composed and performed in a wide variety of settings, and in addition to his own work, he has
featured the music of John Cage, Alvin Lucier, Morton Feldman, Earl Brown, Iannis Xenakis and
James Tenney.

Darryl Gregory
(flowerpot spider, kalimba, udu, metallophone, voice & percussion) received his BME from Baldwin-
Wallace College and a MM in trombone performance from The University of Akron in Ohio. He has
composed for almost every style of music from pre-school through to professional groups and for dance
and theater. He is a founding member of SaReel Project and a founding member of World in One Arts
Collaboration. Darryl has recently opened a small recording studio called Blue Cave Studios and hosts a
podcast entitled Unsigned Underground.

(didjeridoo, didgeribone, flipflophone, gender, metallophone & percussion) Born and bred in Australia,
Peter grew up playing the flute and the piano. At 15 he started playing the didjeridoo, starting an eclectic
interest in many forms of music.  As a composition major at the University of Western Australia, Peter
started playing Indonesian gamelan music, an interest that lead to an opportunity to study in Central
Java for 18 months.  There he met his future wife, Jennifer Thom, and returned with her to Wesleyan
University where he studied ethnomusicology. Peter leads WesWinds at Wesleyan University and teaches
music privately and publicly at schools throughout Connecticut.
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
